We highly recommend the sunrise downhill bike ride. Most of the operators are pretty
similar. If you don't feel comfortable on a bike, definitely make the drive up for sun-
rise at some point on your stay. Check the weather before you go to make sure it will
be clear. Amazing experience.

UFO Parasailing: 800-359-4836
Anytime May-December is open for parasailing in Maui and UFO was the first com-
pany we used back in 1988. They do a nice job and have well-trained staff.

Feast @ Lele - Nightly - features only 150 seats, Polynesian show, open bar and ser-
viced four-course meal. Very nice! On the beach!

Old Lahaina Luau - Maui's #1 Luau! Authentic Hawaiian luau with open bar. Nightly.
Under 2 years old gets in for free. Books up fast!!!

Sheraton Tahiti Luau - Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays ( schedule subject to
change). Polynesian show, buffet and open bar. Beautiful setting at Black Rock
Beach next to the water.

Drums of the Pacific - Family oriented Polynesian luau. Book early.

Hana Rainforest - air-conditioned van with large windows. Picks you up at 6:35 AM;
stops at waterfalls, beautiful overlooks, Black Sand Beach, sea caves; stops for a picnic
lunch; also stops at Tedeschi Vineyard for a wine tasting. Return by 5-6:00"ish" (ac-
cording to Becky—THE BEST!!!).

>HELICOPTER TOURS (80% of Maui is Accessible ONLY by Helicopter, but be
warned, not all companies have great safety records. Confirm before booking.)

Air Maui or Sunshine Helicopters - 6 passengers. A-Star touring helicopters. 30-

minute tour of West Maui or Haleakala (largest dormant volcano on the planet).

e West Maui Molokai - 45 or 60 - minute tours over the West Maui Mountains, the
third wettest place on earth! Tons of waterfalls! Then, venture across the channel to
the isle of Molokai, which has the TALLEST sea cliffs in the world (4000 feet with wa-
terfalls!). The movie, Jurassic Park, was partially filmed in this area. CD or DVDs of
your flight available.

e Hana/Haleakala Tour - 45 - minute tour over the winding roads and waterfalls of our
rainforest to Hana and the largest dormant volcano in the world!

e Complete Island of Maui Tour - West Maui Mountains, Hana, Haleakala Volcano and
waterfalls galore!
